She tries out all the possibilities she can think of
and ends up in a fluid state between different identities. On the internet, she is “Sarah 83” —a male-to-female
transsexual—and in “the real world” she is Kenneth. Lgvehjerte, a friend from cyberspace, asks her to meet for
real. Kine decides to take “Sarah83” into the real world, where Lgvehjerte turns out to be Rita (41). They are
attracted to one another without quite knowing who they are and what they want with each other in “the real
world, but a relationship develops and, through Rita and “Sarah83”, Kine confronts the question of who she is.
